Forces of Magnetism 
Why Magnet status matters to  
Robinson Memorial patients.
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Hospital Chaplain Ev Schleef is retiring 
in March after more than 14 years of 
service to Robinson Memorial Hospital. 
Portage County families may remember 
praying with Schleef while a loved one was 
admitted or while witnessing a death.

Schleef, a soft-spoken, patient man, has 
worked to reassure and calm thousands 
of patients and their families during his 
tenure. Schleef says it�s not his place to 
prevent grief, but to facilitate a natural 
bereavement process.

�When someone opens a conversational 
door, I want to walk through the door,� 
he said. �I try to never avoid the door just 
because it�s an uncomfortable place to be.�

While family members may be hesitant to 
talk about death, Schleef said it may be a 
conversation that the dying patient wants 
and needs to have. 

Besides 
counseling 
patients 
and 
families, 
Schleef 

has also performed weddings for patients, 
patient family members and employees. 
One of his favorite stories is about a man 
with a serious infection who was removed 
from life support and expected to die. But 
miraculously, the man, who was engaged, 
didn�t die, and Schleef performed the man�s 
wedding a year and a half later. 

Schleef lives in Rootstown with his wife, 
Phyllis. They have four children and 
seven grandchildren.

Each spring, hundreds of Mexican migrant workers journey to the 
K. W. Zellers family farm in Hartville for the growing season before 
moving south again for the winter.

Local residents are invited to peek inside this tight-knit community 
during a photographic display that runs through April 2 at 
Robinson Memorial Hospital. After then, the exhibit will move to 
the Aurora Medical Arts Building until mid-July. 

The hospital hosted a reception 
and book signing for the artists 
Jan. 11 to highlight their display, 
which is based on the book, 
�Growing Season: The Life 
of a Migrant Community,� by 
Gary Harwood, coordinator of 

photography at Kent State, and writer David Hassler, program and 
outreach director for the Wick Poetry Center at Kent State. 

The book dispels many myths about the migrant worker experience 
and paints a true-to-life picture of migrant farming in Northeast 
Ohio. Harwood and Hassler reveal an integral part of rural America 
and celebrate the workers� pride, resilience and culture. For more 
information about the book, go to www.growingseason.net.
